Tenders in sealed cover are hereby invited in 2(two) bids )Technical & Financial bid for the year
2015-16(Valid upto 31.12.2016) by the Director of Health Services, Government of Tripura, Agartala
on behalf of the Governor of Tripura from resourceful experienced, reliable and bonafied renowned,
licensed manufacturer/importers for supply of QBC System for diagnosis of Malaria and T.B..with
standard accessories, Experience Certificate/documents of supply order for supply of same machines
should be enclosed from any one of the following Institutions.

3. On the top left side of the sealed tender inquiry number and date, due date of receive of tender and name &
address of tenderers should be mentioned. Tender forms will be issued on application upto 16.00 hours of
07.11.2015 free of cost.
Details terms & conditions of NIT can also be downloaded from the Website-www.health.tripura.gov.in.
Tenders are likely to be opened on 21.11.2015, if possible. Tenderers or their representative may remain present
at the time of opening of the tenders.

4.The interested bidders shall submit the bids in two parts, namely “Financial Bid”and “Technical Bid”. The
2(two) Bids should be put in 2(two) separate sealed envelope, indicating on the cover as to which one is the
Technical Bid and which one is the financial Bid. The 2(two) envelopes shall, thereafter, be placed inside a large
sealed cover and the same may be submitted. The Technical Bid shall contain all details regarding the item
offered by the bidder, compliance of terms and Conditions, submission of documents etc. in other words,
everything except the rate offered. The “Financial Bid” shall contain the rate offered by the bidder. While
processing the bid the Technical Bids will be opened first and the eligible bidders meeting requirement will be
short-listed. Thereafter, financial bids of only short listed bidders will be opened for consideration.

5. QBC System for diagnosis of Malaria and T.B. with detailed specification and name of manufacturer, quoted
by the bidder, is to be enclosed in the Technical bid.

6.The manufacturers having Marketing Agency at Agartala, Tripura will be preferred
during consideration of rate & firm by a constituted committee.

7.QBC System for diagnosis of Malaria and T.B. must be supplied directly by the manufacturers itself or by
its authorized distributors and should obtain Sales Tax Clearance before delivery. An authorized representative
of the firm should remain present during delivery of the ordered quantity. Authorized distributors shall have to
furnish appropriate credential from the firm they represent.

8.The supply order of QBC System for diagnosis of Malaria and T.B. must be completed within 60(sixty) days
from the date of issue of order. A penalty @ 1% on the total value shall be charged for every week or part of
week of delay beyond stipulated date of supply. However relaxation will entertain only in special circumstance
(Natural calamities, war or any other situation beyond human control).

9.5% of the value of ordered quantity will have to be deposited as security money by demanddraft from any
Nationalized Bank by the firm within 20(twenty) days time from the date issue of supply order.

10.The Security money will be released after completion of full supply within the stipulated period or
it may be kept for the next supply order whichever is applicable.

11.The bidder will have to quote rate for 5(five) years.CAMC (Comprehensive Annual Maintenance Contract
with spare parts) after the warranty period of 2(two) years. Payment of CAMC will be paid on bills basis after
submission of service report from the In-Charge of respective institutions. The supplier has to execute an
agreement bond with the authority for Comprehensive Annual Maintenance Contract(CAMC) warranty period
will be counted on the date of the effective installation of the machine.
12.The Income Tax/Sales Tax will be deducted from the bill as per guideline of the Government,

if applicable.
13.Any enhancement of rate within the validity period of contract will not be considered except for imposition
of any levy or increase in existing levy by the Government. Any undue request may lead to cancellation of the
order.

14. Payment of successful tenderer shall be made on bill basis only after completion of supply of
the items ordered for. 15. Extension of rate for supply may be considered for 2nd year to the approved supplier on the basis
of satisfactory performance and execution of supply orders in time and in terms of quality.

16. The rate of the QBC Machine & accessories like a) QBC Malaria tubes,500(five hundred) nos
pack b) Immersion Oil 120 ml container c) Fluorostain-o-AFB Stain for the Diagnosis of T.B.-
70(seventy) ml container d) Fluoroslide 500(five hundred) nos.pack should be typed and quoted both
in figure and words separately. The unit cost of item, the rate of both C.S.T. and VAT should be
mentioned separately and clearly in financial bid. Rate should be quoted in Indian currency
17. Yearly approximate requirement is incorporated in the list of items which likely to be increased or
decreased as per requirement. The yearly supply of order may be issued once for staggered supply
as per requirement.
18. In case of supply of each and every item the label of packing, should bear the inscription “Tripura
Govt. Supply, Not for Sale” in indelible ink. Relaxation, if needed, is entitled as per discretion
of procuring authority.
19. The Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) to an amount of Rs. 30,000/-(Rupees thirty thousand)
only shall be furnished by Accounbt payee Demand Draft..
20. The E.M.D. shall be drawn on any scheduled Commercial Bank in India in favour of Director
of Health Services, Govt. of Tripura.

1. QBC Malaria detection System to convert normal bright light

Microscope into eqi fluorescence microscope.It should come with
all accessories like capillary centrifuge(Parafuge), tube
holder(Paraviewer), etc.

2. Supplier should submit current dated letter of authorization for sales
& service of the system from the principle manufacturing company,
QBC Diagnostics.

3. System should have long life rheostat controlled single LED based
Light source without fiber optic cable.

4. System should necessary have built in single excitation filter with
broad wavelength range between 385-490 nm.

5. Emission filter should be in the range of 510-520nm.
6. System should come with high quantity 60x oil immersion

objective.Attachment should also have an option of future addition
of 40x & 100x objectives for doing autoimmunity parameters

7. The attachment should have standard RMS threading to adapt
standard light microscope.

8. The Numerical aperture of 60 x oil immersion objective should be
1.0 or more for better resolution.

9. Capillary centrifuge should meet following criteria:
- Should have capacity to hold upto 20 caplillaries.
- The speed should be upto 12000 RPM.

14. The complete Malaria detection system (Fluorescence microscope
attachment, MHT centrifuge and consumables) should be US FDA
Certified & Consumable like QBC capillary Hematocrit
Tube/Malaria Hematocrit Tube should be compliant with
intermationally accepted in Vitro Diagnostic Norms of Euroopean
standard.

15. Manufacturer authorization from QBC Diagnostics for both
complete equipment & consumable should be attached.

16. Principal company should also provide malaria tube with coating of
Acridine Orange stain with 13.0 mg or more and Potassium oxalate
0.3 mg or more

17. Malaria atlas with images of P.f., P.v, gametocytes and other stages
of plasmodium.

18. Manufacturer/Indian distributor of principle company should have
executed the bulk government supplies of QBC system in single
order in last 3 years(15 unites or more) to other Indian states also.
Performance certificates from end users required.

19. Entire QBC Malaria detection system should come with total
warranty of 3 years.
